No tipping fee or other fee increase.
Current tipping fee ($6.25/ton) extended indefinitely.
Plan allows for $125 million per year in bond issuance over 5 years.

Programs currently funded from the Environmental Stewardship Fund (ESF) continue at
current levels. This is made possible by some use of bond proceeds for capital eligible
ESF projects.

Bond proceeds directed to the areas of eligibility included in the original GG2 proposal,
grouped into the three broad categories as follows:

Environmental Restoration

Mine reclamation & acid mine drainage

Water quality improvement

Advanced energy projects

Brownfields cleanup

Fish & Boat and Game Commission projects
Protection and Enhancement of Green Space

Farmland preservation

Open space protection

Environmental and open space protection via enhancement of existing

Community park improvements

Redevelopment and housing investments

$1.25/ton of tipping fee permanently dedicated to HSCA fund

$3/ton flows to ESF until 2012/13, and thereafter flows to account reserved for debt
service

$2/ton continues flowing to recycling fund until 2008/9 as per current law. From current
expiration date through 2011/12, $1/ton flows to recycling fund and $1/ton to debt
service fund. Starting in 2012/13 entire amount flows to debt retirement fund.
